[bookmark: _GoBack]This course introduces students to social epidemiology and the sociological study of health disparities. We will examine links between social position and health and longevity patterns in the U.S. population. 

Two central questions will be addressed: Which groups in society are more or less advantaged in terms of health and longevity? Why are certain groups in society more or less advantaged in terms of health and longevity? 

The course will begin with lectures on social epidemiology, mind-body-society processes, and key health-related concepts. 

The remainder of the course will be devoted to lectures on how social position might contribute to health and longevity patterns. Specific topics include socioeconomic status, race and ethnicity, sex and gender, religious involvement, neighborhood context, and income inequality.

The course offers flexible grading plans for students with different learning styles.
